Tatted Christmas ornament wreath

Materials:  DMC #8 (any color), DMC #12 to attach sequins

       Small sequin design that fits inside rings (see picture-I used silver stars)



Small beads (I used Delica beads), Mill Hill beads would also work
This design uses 2 shuttles, or Needle tatting needle #5

1.  R
3-3-3-3

2.  Ch
5-5

3.  R
3+3-3-3 (Join to prior ring)

4.  Ch
5-5

Repeat  #3 and #4 until you have 20 rings and 20 chains completed. Join to form wreath.
After tatting is complete and attached to itself, use beads and sequins to make a favorable design. On each ring, I used silver stars and attached it down with a small bead.  On every other sequin with bead attached,  I made a small loop with about 5 beads. I then joined each of these small loops with beads to make a circle on the inner side of the wreath. Use more beads, if you would like to make the wreath more decorative.
