Hair Bun Holder by Melanie Cervi 2012

Adapted the Round Doily Pattern by Anne Orr which was published in
Tatting Doilies & Edgings, pgs.7-8 Dover pubs. Edited by Rita Weiss

Sample is worked in Coats and
Clark Dual Duty Plus Multicolor
quilting thread. (art # 262
Teaberries. This is a rayon thread
and corresponds to about size 50
tatting thread. The top measures
about 4 inches in diameter. The
beads are added using in picots,
core thread, and in joins. | used an
elastic hair band to help secure
around my ponytail. A simple hair
ribbon threaded through the final

row of BTS would also work.

Wind 2 shuttles CTM. After Row 2, load
25 beads on shuttle 1 for row 4. The
chains in the first 2 rows are not
snugged up tight enough to arc, snug
them up just tight enough to cover core
thread.

Center ring:
ShirR:1-1-1-1-1-1-1-1-1
-1-1-1.MP

Or: 11 picots sep by 1 ds, using a MP
for the 12™ picot.




Row 1:
Place beads on large picot joins between rings.

WithSh1&2 S/R:4/4.RW

Sh 1 Ch: 6. DNRW SS

Sh2 R:6-2-2-2-2-6. DNRW SS

Sh1l Ch: 6. RW

Sh1 R: 4+ 4. RW (Join to next free picot on center ring)

Sh 1 Ch: 6. DNRW SS

*Sh2R:6BJ2-2-2-2-6. DNRW SS (Join to previous large
ring with bead over picot)

Sh1l Ch:6.RW

Shl R:4+4.RW

Sh 1 Ch: 6. DNRW SS
Repeat from * around. To end Row 1, use with Sh 1, work a split chain,
then SS with the last ring becoming a split ring.

Sh 1 S/Ch: 6. anchoring at start of first chain after S/R starting row.

Sh 2/1 S/IR:6BJ2/2-2-2BJ6. MP (Join to previous large
ring and first large ring of row using LHPJ

Row 2:

Place 2 beads on large picot join between cloverleaf. This Row will end
with a cut and tie, plan for hiding ends in your favorite manner.

With Sh 1/2 SIR:4/4. MP SS

Sh 2 Ch: 6. RW

Sh2 R:4+4. DNRW SS (Join to first free picot on large ring from
row 1)

Sh 1 Ch: 6. RW (begin cloverleaf)

*Sh1lR: 2-2-2---2-2-2-2. DNRW

Shl1 R:2+2-2-2-2-2-2-2.DNRW

Shl1 R:2+2-2-2--2-2-2.RW

Sh 1 Ch: 6. DNRW SS

Sh2 R:4+4.RW

Sh 2 Ch: 6. RW

Sh2 R:4+ 4. DNRW SS

Sh1l Ch: 6. RW
Repeat from * around row ending with final cloverleaf and chain



Shl1R:2-2-2--2-2-2-2.DNRW

Shl1 R:2+2-2-2-2-2-2-2.DNRW

Shl1 R:2+2-2-2--2-2-2.RW

Sh 1 Ch: 6. Anchor to base of first chain in row 2.Finish off ends.

Row 3:

Begin with a large ring joining to side rings of the cloverleaf in row 2.
With *Sh1R:2-2-2+6+2-2-2.RW
Sh1l Ch:6[TOR5-5]6LJ6[TOR5-5]6.RW

Repeat from * around Row working the last repeat with a split chain.
Sh1l Ch:6[TOR5-5]6LJ6
Sh 1 S/C: 6 anchoring to base of first ring in row 3

Row 4:

This row is a variation on Row 2. Begin with a split ring. Beads are loaded
on Sh 1 to rest at base of small ring worked with Sh 2.

Sh 1/2 S/R: 5/5. Slide one bead up to Split ring from Sh 1
leaving enough thread to anchor final split chain.

Sh1l Ch:6-6.

*Sh1lR: 2-2-2---2-2-2-2. DNRW

Shl1 R:2+2-2-2-2-2-2-2.DNRW

Shl1 R:2+2-2-2--2-2-2.RW

Sh1 Ch: 6 — 6. Slide a bead up to chain on Sh 1. SS

Sh 2 R:5 + 5. Join to picot in chain of Row 3. SS

Sh1l Ch:6-6.
Repeat from * working final cloverleaf and final chain:

Sh 1 Ch: 6 — 6. Anchor in thread before bead. Cut, tie and hide ends.

Row 5:

This row is a variation on Row 3. We begin with a large ring joining to
cloverleaf in row 4.
With *Sh1R:2-2-2+6+2-2-2.RW

Shl Ch:6[TOR6-6]6LJ6[TOR6—-6]6.RW
Repeat from * around Row working the final chain sequence with a split
chain.

Shl Ch:6[TOR6-6]6LJ6

Sh 1 S/C: 6 anchoring to base of first ring in row 5.



With Row 6, the mignonette section begins
leaving a BTS between small rings. Shuttle 2
can be dropped but leave a long enough tail
to climb out several rows. | used bead joins
with row 5 for a final accent of beads at the
edge of the “doily” section.

Row 6:

Thread tail of Sh 2 through last bead on Sh 1 to simulate bead join
between Row 5 & Row 6

S/R: 6 /6.

Leave a long enough BTS for 3 rings to join in Row 7.

R: 6 BJ 6. BTS (Join using a bead join with picot in chain of Row 5.)
Repeat around Row using SLT for final BTS to climb out to Row 7 working
the first ring as a S/R.

Row 7:

Choose rings of small enough stitches to create dense rings for
Mignonette. For the quilt thread, | used 3 rings of 10 + 10 in each BTS of
row 6, with BTS long enough for only 1 ring to join in Row 8.

S/R:10 +10. BTS R: 10 + 10. BTS R: 10 + 10. BTS Moving to next gap in
row 6 for next join.

R: 10+ 10. BTSR: 10 + 10. BTS R: 10 + 10. BTS Moving to next gap in
row 6 for next join. Repeat around row. Use SLT to climb out to Row 8
working the first ring as a S/R.

Row 8:

| used rings of 10 + 10. for this row also, joining a ring in each gap (BTS) in
row 7.



S/R: 10 + 10. BTS Move to next gap in previous row for next join.
R: 10 + 10. BTS Repeat around row. Use SLT to climb out to Row 9
working the first ring as a S/R.

Row 9:

With this row, | began my decrease by working every other ring joining to 2
BTS of row 8.

S/R: 10 + 10. BTS Move to next gap in previous row for next join.

R: 8 + 6 + 8. BTS (joining to 2 gaps in row 8)

R: 10 + 10. (join in 1 gap in row 8)

Repeat around row. Use SLT to climb out to Row 10 working the first ring
as a S/R.

Row 10:
With the row, | went back to a 1:1 ratio of rings joining to BTS.

S/R: 10 + 10. BTS.
R: 10 + 10. BTS. (joining in next gap of row 9)
Repeat around row.

At this point, | opted to begin working in size 20 tatting thread to work
around the elastic hair band. To keep the rings similar size, R: 4 + 4
worked nicely. | worked 4 more rows. For the final ring, | passed the shuttle
through the elastic ring as | created the BTS. Be careful to always pass
through in the same direction as the thread will bunch and tangle as you try
to put it around your ponytail. If you use the same stitch count in the rings
along with the same length BTS, the rows will give enough ease to allow
the elastic to stretch as you put on your tatted Hair Bun Holder.
