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This piece is in “Schiffchenspitze Band 11" 1921, by Frau Tina Frauberger (German),
however, it is not her work. The original piece was in the art museum in Düsseldorf,
Germany. It was included in the book as an example of dimensional tatting.

This in an interpretation of the original museum piece
by Dagmar Pezutto with the addition of beads.







An example of this type of dimensional tatting was the rosette with the layered rings which
was previously studied in class. This example is by Jennifer Williams The number of layers
may be varied. The addition of picots is optional. The last layer may be chains instead of
rings as preferred.

An example of stitch count:

1. R 4 - 8 - 4 clr dnrw 
2. R 6 - 10 - 6 clr dnrw

3. R 4 + (join to ring 1) 8 - 4 clr dnrw
4. R 6 + (join to ring 2) 10 - 6 clr dnrw

The last row is chain CH 2 - 2 - 2 - 2 etc.
joining over a join between the rings in the last
layer.

For the three layer flower pictured here:

R1 R 3 - 2 - 2 - 2 - 2 - 3 clr (5 picots)
R2 R 5 - 2 - 2 - 2 - 2 - 2 - 2 - 5 clr (7 picots)
R3 R 7 - 2 - 2 - 2 - 2 - 2 - 2 - 2 - 2 - 5 clr
(9picots)

Repeat R1 joining to the first R1; rpt R2  joining to the first R2; rpt R3  joining to first R3.
